- How work environments shape their ability to thrive

o Goal

- Identify best practices to help policymakers and institutional leaders improve
support for faculty



Faculty, Academic Careers and Environments Project (FACE)

o Survey of Faculty and Academic Staff in the United States

- Faculty, instructional, research and public service staff (faculty-like roles)

Part-time and full-time

Tenure-line and contingent faculty (i.e., non-tenure track faculty)

Across disciplines

Employed in two-year and four-year sectors in public or nonprofit institutions

Excluded postdocs and administrators; medical, dental, and nursing fields



Faculty, Academic Careers and Environments Project (FACE)

o Why now?
- Nationally representative data have not been collected since 2004 (NSOPF)

- Increase in contingent, soft funded and short-term contract positions and
decrease in tenure-line faculty

- Increase in faculty with minoritized identities




Faculty, Academic Careers and Environments Project (FACE)

- Pilot study funded by the National Science Foundation (Grant No. NSF 2200769)
Designed to be a two-stage survey: Institutional followed by faculty data collection
Institutional pilot of 300 institutions

Faculty pilot of 1,500 faculty at 3 institutions plus a non-probability sample

= Very few non-probability respondents

- Next steps: Full-scale two stage level data collection

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Motivation for this Research

o OMB released Federal Register Notice which includes the Federal
Interagency Working Group’s initial proposals on revising race and
ethnicity statistical standards (SPD 15)

o Default is to collect detailed race and ethnicity categories within the
minimum categories

- Except when detailed collection is not feasible or justified

Results
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General results

o 480 respondents responded to 1 or
more race/ethnicity item

- Includes 15 who chose “prefer not to
answer”

- We have race/ethnicity data for 465
respondents

o 408 respondents provided open
ended text

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Other Demographic Characteristics

“White older guy”
“White - WASP/suburban background”

“I am a white female born in the US who identifies as Hispanic, because my mother
was Mexican.”
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Does not Identify with Countries of Ancestors

“I'm Scotch-Irish by heritage, but that was generations ago, so | just consider
myself "white."”

“I identify as White because that is the category assigned to someone living in the
U.S. who is of European descent. | have no strong ethnic identifications.”

“White and seven generations in the US, lacking any specific ethnic identity
beyond a white American.”
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Rejects the Concept of Race

“This is not really something | give much thought to. Race is an entirely invented
concept, and one which | reject.”

“I'am a human being.”
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Uncertainty

“I'm caucasian from my father. It is unknown as to what my mother's side is.”

“I am from Venezuela. Unsure about my race (mixed?).”
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Summary

- Pilot survey of faculty in the United States
. Half simply restated or did not provide text describing their race/ethnicity

- Half responded to the prompt with new information or commentary on
race/ethnicity

- 43% of these named at least one non-U.S. country
- 30% of these named a non-U.S. region (but not a country)

- Concept of race and ethnicity is complex with many different interpretations
and associations
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Limitations

- Data not representative of the general population of the United States

- Few respondents in smaller racial/ethnic groups
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
