Methods

* There is no central repository of
nonresponse bias studies

» Collect studies through solicitation from
agencies, literature reviews, open call to
professional associations

 Winnow collected studies to create a
database for analysis

165 studies assembled
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Caveats

* Assembled studies are not a probability
sample.

* Descriptive findings are limited to those

studies that could be located in the study
period.

 Data assembled are meant to be
supplemented by continued collection.
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
